January 23, 2014

Monthly Work Session Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Vaccaro at 6:01 PM.

The Proof of Work Session Notice calling the January 23, 2014 Work Session was read
into the record by Richard Wierer, Acting Authority Secretary.

The meeting was opened to the public. No members of the public wished to speak. The
meeting was closed to the public.

Review of January 23, 2014 Regular Meeting Agenda
Chairman Vaccaro reviewed the January 2014 Regular Meeting Agenda and solicited
comments or questions from the Commissioners.

Construction and Engineering Committee:

Vice Chairman Phillips advised the Commissioners that a presentation regarding the
Edgewater Outfall Project will be presented by Robert Schneider, Malcolm Pirnie/
Arcadis after committee reports.

Security and Safety Committee:
Commissioner Phillips reported that he has reviewed a draft 2013 year-end report
regarding plant safety and will distribute the report at the next meeting.

Administration Reports:

Executive Director Laux advised the Commissioners that the Authority has been
distributing press releases on a continuing basis and requested that if the
Commissioners have email addresses that they would like to add to the listserv they
should forward the addresses to the Executive Director. Director Laux also advised the
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Commissioners that the Authority website is updated on a daily basis regarding
Authority programs and initiatives. Director Laux will contact The Bergen County
League of Municipalities to offer hosting a League meeting at the Authority followed by
a tour of the Little Ferry treatment works.

Director of Solid Waste and Information Technology Systems Wierer monthly report was
accepted as submitted. Director Wierer advised the Commissioners that the connection
fee rebate notification letters will be distributed on January 24, 2014 and the Authority
will rebate $100,879.90 to participating municipalities. Director Wierer advised the
Commissioners that a public hearing regarding an amendment to the Authority Rules
and Regulations for the Direct and Indirect Discharge of Wastewater to the Bergen
County Utilities Authority Treatment Works was held on January 23, 2014 and no
members of the public were in attendance and no written comments were received.
Commissioner Phillips requested a written progress report regarding the Authority
recycling and special waste programs be presented to the Commissioners at the
February 2014 meeting. Director Wierer will draft the report for distribution.

Director of WPC/Chief Engineer Andersen monthly report was accepted as submitted.
Chief Engineer Andersen advised the Commissioners that plant operations were not
affected by the cold weather and recent snowstorms. Chief Engineer Andersen also
noted that the recent execution of the memorandum of understanding by and between
the Authority and Fort Lee will result in improvements by Fort Lee that will removal
combined flow to the Little Ferry treatment works. Commissioner Schooler ask when
the improvements will be completed and Chief Engineer Andersen noted that based on
the current construction schedule improvements should be completed by the end of
2014.

CFO/Treasurer Nowosielecki monthly report was accepted as submitted. CFO
Nowosielecki advised the Commissioners that the Authority’s lead bank Oritani Bank
will reimburse the Authority up to $15,000 per year for payroll costs.

Security Administrator D’Arminio monthly report was accepted as submitted.
Commissioner Phillips inquired if the Authority has any security issues related to the
Super Bowl. Security Administrator D’Arminio advised the Commissioners that if
needed the Authority would be a satellite staging facility.

Vice Chairman Phillips introduced Robert Schneider, Malcolm Pirnie/ Arcadis. Mr.
Schneider gave a presentation regarding the current status of the Edgewater Outfall
Project. Subsequent to the presentation, Vice Chairman Phillips noted that if the
Authority was required to dredge the location of the outfall the costs associated with the
dredging would be depended upon the composition of the dredge material and therefore
the cost could skyrocket if the material was contaminated. Chief Engineer Andersen
advised that the wastewater master plan would need to be amended in order to include
the flow from Edgewater to the Little Ferry treatment works. Commissioner Zilocchi
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asked if the acceptance of Edgewater flow would have a negative effect on the capacity
assurance program. Mr. Schneider stated that it would not.

Commissioner Schooler inquired if the recent veto of sewer outfall notification legislation
would affect the Authority. Director Laux and Chief Engineer Andersen stated that it
would not since the Authority does not own or maintain any combined sewer outfalls.
Director Laux noted that the NJDEP is addressing the issue of CSO’s directly with the
relevant municipalities though their permit process.

Motion to adjourn the Work Session meeting was made, seconded and unanimously

carried.
